Scope and Content Note: This is collection of deeds for land, property, wharfs, salt works,
church pews, etc. The deeds were collected by Stanley Smith over the course of his life’s
research into Cape Cod genealogy and history.

There is a card index to this collection in the Hooper Room, with access by town and by family
name.

Historical and Biographical Information: Stanley Webster Smith was born in 1869 and died in
1941. He summered on Cape Cod, Massachusetts, alternately in Orleans and Chatham, and
maintained his winter residence on State Street in Boston, MA. He married Sally Foster around
1923. Smith collected documents about local families, businesses and land transactions. He was
an expert on local genealogy and was frequently consulted.
